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Proposals should be designed for concurrent sessions of either one hour or one and one-half (1.5) hour
duration. All concurrent sessions will be set up theater style with a podium, and a screen. Please be sure to
accurately complete the AV Request included in the Call for Proposals.

Selected presenters are responsible for all lodging, travel, additional audiovisual equipment rental, and per
diem costs associated with their participation in the conference. Presenters who do not register for the
conference are invited to attend other conference sessions at no cost on the day of their presentation only, but
will not be eligible for continuing education credits for those sessions.

* Include a one-page resume or vita for each presenter.
